Place Infector tip ‘2 Inch Into cracks,
crevices, holes and other small openings  where Insects may be a problem Release approx-
imately 1 second spray per spot. In serious infestations,  If possible. place spots approxl-
mately 12 inches apart. In light infestations or preventative treatment, place spots
approximatelv  3 feet apart. See the addltronal  dIrections  below for effective control of
spkcrfled  i n s e c t s .
